My Heart, the second album from Vancouver's
Mother Mother, ably evokes some of indie rock’s
most melodic heavyweights. Frontman Byan
zuldernond has the nasality of Dan Bejar crossed
with the exuberance of fellow New Pornographer : .
Carl Newman, and when he, his sister Mollv, and Debra-Jean Greelman share lead
vocals, their honeved harmonies give even The Breeders a run for their money.

More than anvything, though, Mother Mother excels at taking adventurous, off-kilter
pop and shearing off the ego and self-satisfaction that’s often an unfortunate side
effect. “Wrecking Ball,” “Ghosting,” and the title track would make terrific secret
wWeapons on any mixtape, and “Hayloft” — with itz mantra “My daddy’s got a gun, my
daddy’s got a gun, yvou better run” sung like a perverse jumprope chant — iz s0
brazenly bizarre vou can’t help but love it.

As it stands, O My Heart is a clear-cut winner; with just a little more tightening of the
band’s songwriting gears, it would be unstoppable.
